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Mountain View Little League Coaches Commitment

For all applicants wishing to become a Manager or Coach with Mountain View Little League for the baseball/softball season, the following is a list of commitments that we are asking of our volunteers:

1. Your team is required to Umpire a minimum of five (5) games per each coaches commitment during the season. The selected schedule will be provided to your team from the UIC. (Individuals umpiring select games can be coaches, managers, team parents, etc.)                                    
· Four (4) games at the Seniors, Juniors, Intermediate, Majors, Minors or Farm level
· One (1) game for Softball

2. Managers/Coaches- Participation in field prep prior to the season opening is highly encouraged.

3. Your team practicing or playing at select fields within the MVLL boundaries are required to maintain proper field condition. Including but not limited to mowing, raking in field, and chalking.

4. Your team is encouraged to have a Team Parent to coordinate season activities: including the coordination of snack shack duties (schedule will be provided to the team from the Snack Shack Coordinator), game and practice cancellation, and pre/post season activities.

5. Managers/Coaches are required to attend District 2 Safety Training.

6. Managers/Coaches are required to attend District 2 Umpire Training.

7. All individuals that desire to be coaches will need to attend the Mandatory Division 2 Coaches Training sessions, as well as Coaches meetings when scheduled.

8. All team participants are required to abide by Little League rules and the Bylaws of the Mountain View Little League.

Managers Only:
1. All equipment bags with all the issued equipment will be returned to the Equipment Coordinator by the last game of the end of regular season.

2. All Keys for snack shack and equipment boxes will be returned to the President by the last game of the end of regular season.

All supplied equipment is property of Mountain View Little League. Any and all issued equipment not returned to the listed individual above may be held financially responsible to Mountain View Little League.

These guidelines are put into place to assist in the functionality of the league and of each team. The league uses these guidelines to assist in the selection process for the All Star Managers/Coaches at the end of the regular season. In addition these guidelines are also used to help determine eligibility for Managers/Coaches for the following season.

Mountain View Little League is a volunteer organization. As Managers, Coaches and Parents, it is our responsibility to keep this fun and educational for the kids that play in our league!
