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	CONCUSSION LEGISLATION INFORMATION 

On October 4, 2011, California Assembly Bill 25 (AB25‐Hayashi) was signed 

into law, becoming the 31st state to pass mandates requiring awareness, 

education and protocol for concussion‐related injuries; nine other states have 

pending legislation.  Effective January 12, 2012, California state law for public 

school sports participation now reads: 

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA DO ENACT AS FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1. Section 49475 is added to the Education Code, to read: 

49475. (a) If a school district elects to offer an athletic 

program, the school district shall comply with both of the following: 

(1)  An athlete who is suspected of sustaining a concussion or head 

injury in an athletic activity shall be immediately removed from the 

activity for the remainder of the day, and shall not be permitted to 

return to the activity until he or she is evaluated by a licensed 

health care provider, trained in the management of concussions, 

acting within the scope of his or her practice. The athlete shall not 

be permitted to return to the activity until he or she receives 

written clearance to return to the activity from that licensed health 

care provider. 

(2)  On a yearly basis, a concussion and head injury information 

sheet shall be signed and returned by the athlete and the athlete's 

parent or guardian before the athlete's initiating practice or competition.

 

 

The California Amateur Hockey Association has implemented the terms of this 

legislation in the 2012‐2013 season by requiring a parent/guardian 

acknowledgement form to be signed with each player contract prior to the start 

of the season.   

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA DO ENACT AS FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1. Section 49475 is added to the Education Code, to read: 

49475. (a) If a school district elects to offer an athletic 

program, the school district shall comply with both of the following:

(2) On a yearly basis, a concussion and head injury information 

sheet shall be signed and returned by the athlete and the athlete's 

parent or guardian before the athlete's initiating practice or 

competition.

Removal from play can be at the request of a coach, official, team manager,

	

	Heritage Soccer Club Refund Policy

If, after registering and committing to play on a Heritage Club Soccer Team, the parent/legal guardian of a registered player decides to leave the club or to no longer participate as a youth soccer player for the club, partial refunds maybe available. A $50 processing charge is deducted from all refunds.
Refunds are not given for time while training with the team or if the player is transferring to another club. 
Refunds are available for season ending injuries (doctor’s verification may be required) or if player moves out of the club area.  Refund amounts are based on a sliding scale determined by the request date or injury date and are subject to a $50 processing charge.
All Club Registration fees are due and payable if a player leaves a team for any other reason.
