USA Wrestling Performance Index (PIN): In 2024, USA Wrestling will
use the newly developed PIN as a data-driven to separate (seed)
athletes. The data collected is based off wins and losses at USA
Wrestling events. Therefore, it is important for our athletes to
compete at National, Regional, and PAUSAW events to increase their
PIN number for separation at Fargo. As a result of the implementation
of PIN the following events have become increasingly important for
Pennsylvania athletes to compete in: U15 Nationals, U17 Nationals,
U20 Nationals, and U16 National Duals, Junior Duals, and USA

Wrestling Regional tournaments.
