
Border Area Youth Football League 
Game Site Guidelines

1. Unsportsmanlike behavior by spectators will not be tolerated.
Anyone exhibiting unsportsmanlike behavior towards officials,
players, coaches or other spectators will be removed from the
stadium.

2. There will be no decoration on the goal posts. Banners, signs,
and replicas of team’s mascots, other than those used at the goal
posts, shall be of a permanent nature, free standing and placed at
a fixed point. Paper banners will not be allowed. All sprit signs
must be tied to the stadium railing. The taping of signs to any
stadium structure will not be permitted. Signs must not obstruct
the view of the playing field.

3. Presence on the field prior to and during the game, including
half time, and after the game-apart from the players and those
directly connected with the game-shall be limited to coaches,
players, league administrators, medic, referees, chain crews, and
league approved photographers (1 photographer per team per
game only).

4. Absolutely no climbing over the rails from the bleachers to the
field.

5. No crossover by spectators from the home side of the stadium to
the visitor side and vice versa.

6. Live animals are not permitted at the complex. (Certified
Service animals with credentials could be considered).

7. Whistles, air horns, and musical instruments are not allowed No
manmade noise makers i.e., 2x4 wood stud. No Matracas, No
Cow Bells, No megaphones, no speakers of any kind.



8. No outside food or drinks are allowed in the stadium.
9. Anyone who leaves the stadium will not be allowed to re-enter

without security approval.
10. Border Area Youth Football games will be played following
