PARENTS CODE OF CONDUCT

I as a parent/guardian of a Manchester Midget Football player  do acknowledge receipt of and agree to the following rules:

-I will encourage good sportsmanship by demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches and officials at every game, practice or other sports events. 

-I will place the emotional and physical well being of my child ahead of any personal desire to win. 

-I will refrain from foul language at all practices, games and related events. 

-I will provide support for coaches, officials and board members working with my child to provide an enjoyable experience for all. 

-I will demand a drug, alcohol and tobacco free environment for my child and agree to assist by refraining from their use at all youth sports events. 

-I will remember that the game is for the children – NOT for the adults. 

-I will insure that I, and my child, treat other players, coaches, fans from both teams and other others with respect regardless of race, sex, creed or ability. I will also treat the officials with respect.
-I will not Coach children from the sidelines.
-I understand that there is an open door policy and that I am able to bring my concerns to the Board of Directors- not during a game night- but on a specific night designated by the Board.
-I agree to try to resolve any issue in an orderly manner. Concerns involving my child, and their team or coach, should first be addressed by trying to talk about those concerns with the coach(es). If this does not solve the situation, I will contact a Board Member to help rectify the problem.

-I understand that the equipment which is issued to my child is on a rental basis and that I am required to return all pieces, on the day specified at the end of the season. The equipment will be in the same condition as issued, accounting for normal wear. If I neglect to return any equipment issued to my child, I understand that I will be billed for the replacement cost of such equipment and agree to the payment of such.
- I understand that violations of the above rules could result in my being asked to leave the event and being barred from future attendance.
